All fonts used in art files must be
converted to outlines.

We are not responsible for color on RGB files that must be converted to
CMYK. Please make sure process separation is checked for all process
color builds. B&W scans should be saved as grayscale or bitmap.

LOGOS AND ARTWORK:

Images should be EPS files. Avoid rotation and cropping of images in
layout program and do not nest EPS files in other EPS files. Supply
InDesign “PreFlight” report or similar reports. Please include a contact
name, phone and address with all materials.

TRIM AND BLEED

SPECIFICATIONS:

Please make sure documents’ dimensions are correct. Build pages to trim
size and, if bleed, extend dimensions beyond page edges by a minimum
of 1/8". Keep live matter 5/16” from trim size. All ads should be
bordered. 10/12 reserves the right to include a hairline border around
any borderless ad.

Bleed allowance: 1/8”

Full page bleed: 10.25” x 12.25” (Trim size, 10" x 12”)

Two page spread: 20.25” x 12.25” (Trim size, 20" x 12”)
